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Dear Brien,

This week against the overwhelming will of the people
Gov. Kasich and his political allies dealt a blow to
middle class working families. After Republicans
played political games with the Committee hearing
process on Senate Bill 5 - even going so far as to remove
Republican Senator Bill Seitz from the Committee
because he was going to vote against the bill — the Ohio
State Senate barely passed the bill.

All ten Democratic Senators and six Republican Senators
— Bill Seitz, Gayle Manning, Tim Grendell, Tom Patton,
Jim Hughes, and Scott Oelslager — stood up for Ohio’s
middle class and voted against the measure but it wasn’t
enough to beat the seventeen Republican Senators who
voted in favor of this anti-worker bill. Now the bill
moves to the House and we will not give up our
movement to save Ohio’s middle class and stop Senate
Bill 5 from becoming law.

In the coming weeks, we will ramp up our efforts to tell

Ohio State Representatives to reject Senate Bill 5 and to
focus on creating jobs, not attacking Ohio’s middle class.
